Note. These records when in losco County were controlled by Federal Regulations and were closed to the
public for the last several years they were in losco County. However when moved to the State Archives for
some reason they are open to the Public. When the records were moved to the State Archives (an effort
started by HSGS) three advantages came about. 1- They were then open to the public. 2- The Friends of
the Archives produced a new and more accurate and complete index, and 3- One of the journals were
missing for years in losco County, however it was found and sent to the Archives. Progress is GOOD!

Preserve Your Family History. The Allen County Public Library has a long standing service. Individuals
who do not have a desire to officially publish their genealogy can send an unbound “master copy” to them.
In exchange for the privilege of allowing them to make one photocopy for their collection, they will provide
the compiler with one complimentary bound photocopy and will also return the original master.
